Proposal Process
· All proposals will be reviewed by the Workshops co-chairs and the Conference co-chairs
· Acceptance notifications will be sent on or before January 30th, 2010.
· All ICLS 2010 Pre-Conference Workshops proposals must use the form below and adhere to the word count limits as indicated. 
· Please make sure that your workshop is really a workshop—with active participation of the participants—and not a mini-conference or paper symposium. 
· While we will consider all workshop proposals relevant to the Learning Sciences and related fields, we especially encourage proposals addressing the ICLS 2010 conference theme: Learning in the Disciplines. 
Format and Cost
· The conference will charge a registration fee that will cover conference expenses only. There is an additional charge for pre-conference workshops to cover the cost of meals and refreshments for the participants. For participation in half day workshops, participants will be charged $50 and for full day workshops $75.

· We anticipate capping each workshop at 20 attendees, but will consider adjusting this number if requested. 

· The morning workshop session is from 9:00 AM to 12:30 PM with a break from 10:30-11:00. The lunch break is from 12:30 PM to 2:00 PM. The afternoon session is from 2:00 PM to 5:30 PM with a break from 3:30-4:00.
· Meeting rooms will have tables and chairs with ample workspace.

· All workshop participants are required to register for the conference as well as the workshop.

Promotion

· Workshops will be announced on the conference registration website.
· Workshops will be summarised on promotional reminders that will be widely distributed prior to the conference.
· Workshop presenters are welcome and encouraged to promote the workshops themselves.
Publication
· Organizers of accepted workshops will be offered the opportunity to provide a two-page description of the intellectual content of their workshop for inclusion in the ICLS 2010 Proceedings, using the standard conference format. You do not have to submit this for the proposal; if your workshop is accepted, you would need to complete this by March 1st, 2010, for inclusion in the Proceedings.
