ABOUT ICLS 


In 2012 educational professionals from all over the world will visit the University of Sydney for the 10th International Conference of the Learning Sciences. 

The Conference runs for five days, from July 2nd to 6th 2012, and includes keynotes, symposia, workshops, and paper and poster sessions as well as social events and professional gatherings. 
This is the first time the conference has been hosted in the Asia-Pacific region and represents an unprecedented opportunity to engage educators and decision makers from both these areas and further afield. Normally hosted in Northern America, the conference has been held biennially since 1996, centering on a timely theme. The 2012 conference theme is the Future of Learning.

Since being founded in 1992, the conference has developed a reputation as the premier opportunity for professionals, academics and researchers in the learning sciences to gather to share experiences and examine key trends. Conference highlights include several top international keynote speakers, invited sessions and interactive poster sessions, as well as paper sessions, workshops and trade exhibitions. The conference is also known for its social side, with a lavish Opening Ceremony, daily post-conference “stress-breaker” sessions and a Gala Night cruise on Sydney Harbour all planned.

The Audience 

The main audience for the conference is educators, professionals and researchers. However, government departments, private training and educational technology organizations, and education jurisdictions including teachers also attend. The conference represents a unique opportunity to engage these diverse groups of consumers and decision makers in the learning sciences at one event and location.

The most recent conference, in 2010, attracted 855 attendees to Chicago. The 2012 Conference expects to attract at least 500 delegates including academics, students and professionals. Many of the attendees will come from Asia Pacific region and within Australia, with the bulk of the rest flying from Northern America.
The organiSers

The conference will be organized by the Centre for Research on Computer Supported Learning and Cognition (CoCo) at the University of Sydney and supported by International Society of the Learning Sciences (ISLS). ISLS sponsors the ICLS conference series and selects the host for each conference.

The 2012 host, CoCo, is an interdisciplinary research centre in the Faculty of Education and Social Work at the University of Sydney working to discover how new technologies can support and enhance learning. In addition to the core team of staff and research students, CoCo has a multi-disciplinary network of members that extend throughout the University into a variety of specialties and faculties. 
The conference will be co-chaired by CoCo Professors Michael Jacobson and Peter Reimann. The Conference Advisory Board has 15 appointed members from Universities in Australia, America, Asia and Europe. There are also committees appointed to handle the various events including all Workshops and special sessions, Paper Review Coordination and Proceedings Organisation.
