General Heading
 (Style “Heading 1” — Arial, 12 pt, Bold)
Body Text Heading
 (Style “Heading 2” — Arial, 12 pt)
The initial paragraph following a header is in style “Body Text.” Use Times New Roman 10 point. “Full justify” paragraph text, i.e., left and right justify. Do not indent or leave a blank line following headings. The margins for your entire paper should be 1 inch on all four sides, using A4 paper. 

Subsequent paragraphs are in style “Body Text First Indent.” Do not leave blank lines between paragraphs. Indent the first line of each paragraph .5 inches from the left margin. 

DO NOT use page numbers, running heads, or footnotes. If you must use notes, please use endnotes, and place them immediately before the reference list. Do not use the word processor’s automatic endpoint features.  Refer to endnotes in text using a standard full sized numeral inside parentheses without superscripting (1). For emphasis in your text, use italics.

Leave one line before each section header. This will be accomplished automatically if you used the MS Word styles in this document.  Do not use more than three levels of headers.

12 pt Arial, left-justified, first word capitalized.


Use style “Heading 2”


�Section heading: 


10 pt Arial, underlined, left-justified, first word capitalized.

�If two headings follow one another, leave the white space between them in place.


�Extended quotations:


10 pt Times New Roman, ½” indent left & right, full-justification. 


Blank 10 pt line before & after quotation. 


Use style “long quotation”.


�Table titles:


10 pt Times New Roman underlined & left-justified. Colon follows “Table #”. 


Capitalize first word after colon. 


10 pt blank line before and after title. 


Use style “Caption”.


�Tables:


Are centered. Use 9 or 10 pt Times New Roman. 


May use bold, underlining and/or Arial to denote titles.


�Figures: 


Should be centered with the wrap-style set to “in-line with text”.

An exception can be made for very tall thin figures.


�Figure titles: 


10 pt Times New Roman, centered below the figure, with “Figure #” underlined and followed by a period. The rest of the title is not underlined. 


If using automated captioning, the “Caption” style in this Template is set for tables and may need to be adjusted for each figure


�Transcripts: 


10 pt Times New Roman, indented ½” both left and right just as extended quotations are. Use either tables or hanging indents to denote speakers. There is a 3 pt space before and after each line of the transcript. There is a style “Transcript” in this Template, but it may need adjustment based on your needs. See the Submission Guidelines for further details.


�Endnotes:


They come after the body of the paper and before references. They are in 9 pt Times New Roman, ¼” hanging indent (for the numbering), and full-justification. Put the endnote number in parentheses.


�References:


* Follow APA guidelines 


* Use style “References”


* 10 pt Times New Roman, with a half-inch hanging indent, full-justification and no space left between entries


* The MOST important thing about the reference style you use is that readers be able to locate the sources you cite! Please be especially clear in the case of references to on-line materials!

If you would like to make acknowledgments in your paper, please do so after the reference section.


Use 10 pt Times New Roman, “full justify” your text, and do not indent the first line of the acknowledgments.
